Chart notes are the brief notes on the patient’s problems and related progress attached to their health record. Chart notes may be arranged in any of several formats. We have discussed the SOAP format above. HPIP stands for “history, physical, impression, and plan.” This is another outline for recording progress notes. POMR stands for “problem-oriented medical record.” The problem-oriental format describes the chief complaint of the patient with subjective, objective, assessment, and plan for that problem.

Sample POMR chart notes:

10-24-02– John – H: Fourth visit for the treatment of tennis elbow. Pt says pain consistently better after each tx. PE: A shi points less tender yet again. Tx: Same as 10-22-02. Plan: Same as before. R.S.F.
